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PHIL  CAPITANO  -  BIO 

Phil is a lifelong resident of the City of Kenner, who attended John Clancy Elementary, Greenlawn 
Elementary and Kenner Junior High.  After graduating from East Jefferson High School in 1972, 

he attended the University of Southwestern Louisiana, Delgado College, and the University of 
New Orleans. Phil received a Real Estate License, an Agentôs License from the Louisiana 

Insurance Commission, and a Brokerôs Casualty & Property License. 

Phil is a tireless advocate for his community and its families. Prior to his election to the Kenner 

City Council, Phil served on the Kenner Charter Review Committee, the Kenner Tourist 
Commission, the Safe and Drug Free Schools Committee, and the Kenner Fire and Police Civil 

Service Board, of which he served as chairman. 

In 1990 Phil went to work for the City of Kenner as its Business Development Director. At the 

same time he also served as the Director of the Kenner Care Program, helping underprivileged 
Kenner families. He served there until his election to the Kenner City Council, District 5, in 1996. 

He was the first elected official to defeat the Kenner political machine, having been elected 

without the support of any of the sitting elected officials or power-brokers.   The people of his 
district re-elected him to the District 5 council seat in 1998 and 2002.  The people of Kenner 

elected Phil Mayor of Kenner in 2004.  He served from 2004 until 2006. 

Seeing a tremendous need to support Kenner schools and other charitable endeavors, Phil 

established A Generous Heart Foundation, a tax-exempt charitable organization to help support 
worthy causes.  Since its inception in 1997, Philôs foundation has distributed over $150,000 to 

Kenner schools for books, computers and many other necessities their budgets couldnôt cover. 

Over the years Phil has served on various boards and community groups, providing insight and 

leadership to the Ronald McDonald House the Louisiana Municipal Association, National 
Organization to Insure a Sound Environment (N.O.I.S.E.), and the National League of Cities 

Transportation & Infrastructure Policy Committee.  He has been honored by the Jefferson Parish 
School Board, Jefferson Parish Chamber of Commerce, East Jefferson General Hospital, the 

Alliance for Good Government and the Louisiana Civil Service League for his leadership and 

steadfast adherence to the principals of good government. 

Phil is particularly honored to have served Kenner during one of its darkest hours-- Hurricane 
Katrina.  The Graduate School of Business at the University of Chicago called Philôs post-Katrina 

action plan, ña memorable example of effective and thoughtful planning.ò   Phil and his team 

revived the devastated city and brought its residents back before any of the surrounding 
municipalities were up and running. 

Phil was able to accomplish a great deal of other improvements and reforms during his term.  In 

just two years, he lowered property taxes, gave city employees and firefighters an 18% pay 

raise, completed $10 million in sewerage repairs with a $1 million savings, and eliminated 
wasteful contracts while bringing other services in-house at a great savings to the city.  For the 

first time in 15 years, he increased the cityôs rainy day fund to recommended levels, allowing the 
city to stay on a solid financial footing during and after Katrina. 

Phil Capitano is married to the former Jenny Escobar and is the proud father of Dr. Holly Capitano 
Desena (a pediatric cardiologist), the wife of Dr. Allen Desena (a pediatric neurologist).  Since 

2001 he has served as the guardian of his awesome nephew, Philip Capitano, age 9 Phil looks 
forward to the opportunity to serve the people of Kenner again.  ñThere is so much more we can 

accomplish together,ò says the candidate.  ñLetôs roll up our sleeves and get to work!
